CLASSROOM SURVIVAL TIPS

LATES:

· Students are expected to be on time for each class.

· Excessive lateness could result in any of the following consequences: absence for that class, missed assignments/marks, missed quizzes/tests, or in serious cases, withdrawal from the course.

· Should you occasionally happen to be late for a legitimate reason (ie. speaking to a teacher, appointment…), please bring a signed note from your teacher, parent/guardian… documenting this.

· If possible, please make arrangements in advance.

ABSENCES:

· Absenteeism is absolutely NOT tolerated.

· Students are expected to conform to the school attendance policy. (See your agenda)

· Should you know that you’ll be away from class, bring a note from your parent/guardian documenting this.

· The student will be responsible for all missed work.

ASSIGNMENTS:

· All assignments are due on the date specified by the teacher.  
· Due date extensions need to be arranged with Mr. Shuhyta
· Students are to be held responsible for all missed work and must make arrangements to “catch up” on any missed assignments.

TESTS:

· Unless prior arrangements have been made, students can expect to receive a grade of “0” on missed tests/quizzes.  A note or phone call from a parent/guardian received is necessary in order for alternate arrangements to be made.

· The student will be expected to write the test on the next day they attend.  (Make-up tests will be written at noon hour)
SUPPLIES:

· It is expected that students will be prepared for each class.  

· This means having your textbook, writing utensil, binder with dividers/loose-leaf, hand outs, and returned work, as well as pencil crayons when necessary.

CLASS-TIME:

· Students are expected to remain in class for the duration of the period.

· Students will only be permitted to leave the class after receiving permission from the instructor.

· Excessive trips to the washroom/locker will not be tolerated.  

· Students are also expected to remain seated and working at their desks until either the bell rings indicating the period has ended, or if the teacher has instructed them otherwise.

· NO “packing up” early to gather by the classroom door!

RESPECT:

· It is expected that all students will show respect in class.

· Students must recognize and respect the private property of others at all times.

· Students are not to be in teacher’s desk/surrounding area, unless prior permission has been granted.  

· Swearing, fighting, degrading/demeaning remarks, prejudice attitudes, talking back… will not be tolerated.

· Incidents of disrespect will be dealt with immediately and severely!
CLASSROOM MAINTENANCE:

· Students are not to deface school property.  (ie. writing on desks, walls…)

· All garbage will be picked up, and desks straightened out before students leave at the end of the period.

· Period 5 classes will put chairs up before leaving class.

· Chewing gum, snacking, and drinking small beverages will be permitted in class until such time as they become a custodial issue.  

· Any garbage, spillage or general mess will result in a ban on these substances from class.  BE RESPONSIBLE OR EVERYONE LOSES OUT!!

EFFORT:

· It is expected that students will try their best at all times!!

· A lack of effort could result in withdrawal from the course.

PROBLEMS:

· Don’t be shy!  See me with any questions/comments.

· I’m here to help and would be more than happy to do so.

· Before & after school, at lunch and during my prep are good times to arrange a meeting with me.
